Please find below the work for Year 5.

Maths: There are two tasks on MyMaths:  Area of rectangles and Volume of cuboids.  
I have left messages on MyMaths to help the children with the maths, but we have covered this over the past 2 weeks.

English:  Look at examples of holiday brochures/destinations online, which persuade people to visit holiday destinations.  Look at the features of persuasive writing: Exaggeration, rhetorical questions, description, factual information, statistics and emotive language.  Looking at our class book "Stowaway" where Drake visited Peru, research Peru and create an information holiday leaflet about Peru as a holiday destination.  Think about: Where is Peru?  What can you do there?  What tourist attractions are there?  What is the climate? What is the currency? etc.  Persuade people to visit Peru like Francis Drake did on his travels.  Obviously, the information leaflet will relate to modern day travelling.
There are two tasks here: research and creating the leaflet.

Topic:  Look online for maps of the world during the Tudor era and maps of the world now.  Compare the two maps.  What similarities do you notice?  What differences do you notice?
Topic: Research what life was like for sailors during the Tudor era.  What was a typical day like on board the ship?  What difficulties did the sailors encounter?  Now compare the benefits of being a Tudor explorer.  What would the positive aspects be of being a Tudor explorer.
