Autumn Topics — Planet Pandemonium and World War 1

In Autumn 1, we will be investigating how natural disasters such as vol-
canoes, earthquakes and storms occur and considering their impact on
humans. We will consider how people can mitigate the impact of these
events.

After October half term, we will be looking at how WW1 affected indi-
viduals and the changes it created in society. Through significant fig-
ures (e.g. Walter Tull) and organisations (e.g. Suffragettes), we will
investigate what effects the Great War had and how we should ap-
proach remembrance for those who were involved.

English

Mathematics

As mathematicians, we will be learning about number and place value using eight
digit numbers. We will be using approximation and estimation to check results.

Skills and topics covered: place value, 4 operations, measures, geometry and
fractions. We will be applying these skills through problem solving which will help

them to develop their reasoning skills.

Regular practise of times tables, number bonds and all four operations will support

all areas of maths.

In English, we will be starting by focusing on settings, using an updat-
ed version of Little Red Riding Hood, called ‘Red’.

As technology users, we will be
considering aspects of digital safety,
particularly how we keep ourselves
safe online.

We will investigate how to use search
engines effectively, considering our
search terms, reliable sources and
begin to recognise how searches
work.

Animals including humans

Our key aims will be to:

- Identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and explain the
functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood

- Recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies

function

- Describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals

Buddhism

As good citizens we will be looking
at Buddha'’s teachings and thinking
about the question:

How do Buddhists try to follow the
teachings of the Buddha?

As linguists we will developing our
vocabulary and building the phrases
we can use. We will look at how to
say actions and how to describe
France.

We will also study key aspects of
French culture and history.

As Artists we will focus on mixing and
matching colours accurately creating
appropriate tints and trying to repli-
cate colours and textures when work-
ing from direct observation.

We will be developing our close ob-
servation skills, trying to draw as real-
istically as we can before studying a
selection of impressionist paintings.
